For the April deadline we will accept proposals on any topic that relates to biomedical science and the issues it raises; this is a vehicle to support topical and emerging issues.

For the October deadline we only accept proposals that are related to the topic advertised on our website for the year.

Projects are expected to have some biomedical scientific input either through a scientist taking on an advisory role or through direct collaboration.
