THe first three Reports, issued in 1857, 1959 and 1961
respectively, have recorded the history of the Wellcome
Trust to the 31st August 1sée, and have described its
relation to the Wellcome Foundation Limited, the world-
wide pharmaceutical business of which the dividends pm-
vide the Trust’s amnual income. A fuller account of the
origin and functions of the Trust, intended mainly & a
guide for applicants for grants, hes been prepared as a

The funds which the Trustees were able to allocats in

Hengy Dals Prefesseeshtp of The Royal Sactey

In My 1963, the Royal Society accepted a capital grant
o Liza,esa from the Trust to endow in perpetuity a
Henry Dale Research Professorship in Medica i ence,
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commemorating the outstanding services of Sir Henry
Dae, OM., GBE, asthe Trust’s Chairmanfroam 1938 to
1960 and sincet hen as its Scientific Consultant. It will be
recalled that Sir Henry wes President of the Royd Seciety
from 294045 and that he had served as its Biologicd
Secretary from ss2g-35. The Trustees have been glad
to learn from the Society that Dr. J. L. Gowans, of the
Sir William Dunn School of Pathology in the University
of Oxford, who was formerly a member of the scientific
staff of the Medicd Research Council, has been appointed
to this Chair in recognition of his distinguished work on
the immunological functionsof the lymphocyte. Professor
Gawans is continuing to work at Oxford on problems of
immunology.

Wellcome Senior Rasearch Fellowships in Clinical Seience

To encourageworkers of proven ability to make careers
in clinical research in the United Kingdom, the Trustees
have inaugurated a sysem of Wellcome Senior Research
Fellowshipsin Clinical Science, to which the appointments
are madenot in response to direct applicationby candidates
but by selection from a list of nominees put forward by
University Professorsin the clinica subjects. The first
fellowship of the series has been awarded to Dr. E H.

Co-operative Research on Tropical Anaemias and Sprue

A form of anaemia characterized by the presencein the
blood of large, immature red celbis widespreadin tropical
counties; and in India and the Far East, athough rarely in
Aftica, it may be associated with the symptomsof intestinal
malabsorption and tropical sprue. Amongst the many
workers interested in this syndrome have been Dr. Henry
Foy and Dr. Athena Kondi of the Trust's stalf (p. 28), the
group of investigatorsworking with Dr. Selwyn Baker in
the Wellcome Laboratory at the Christian Medical College
and Hospitdl at Vellore in South India, and an RAMC
team at Singapore. Following a number of informal
meetings with these groups a clear need emerged for
planning a concerted attack on the problemand for standard-
izing the methods used by different investigators.

Wellcome-Smedish Fallowships

The sceess of the system of Carlsherg-Wellcome
Traelling Exchangs Fellowships betwern Denmark and the
United Kingdoen, and the well-keown coportunities for
research training in biochemistry and ather felds in Sweden,
led the Trustess, in 1961, @ propose o the Medical
Research Couneil of Sweden that a similar system of
exchange fellowships sheuld be Instituted between the
United Kingdom and thar country, the Truse managing the
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
