The WellcomeTmst's programme for the support of medical 
research is inevitably affected bv chanm in the national 
scene. Durlng the past two yea& govehment sponsorship 
of medical research in Great Britain has been the suhjcd of 
changes of policy that may have a profound effect i n  the 
future. On the one hand fiuther steps have been taken to 
d i m  the activities of the Medical Research Council more 
towards the practical needs of the health service. On the 
other hand the uoiversities, the traditional home of resca~~h 
in Britain, have apparently been given no significant addi- 
tional funds in the quinqnennium to enable them to tab 
over develovments initiated with outside s u w r t .  and an 
increasing imphasis has been pla& on ;bdc&adu~te 
student numbers when deciding the allocation of funds to 
universities. At the same time the cost of research has 
increased by about 10 per cent per annum nsnlting in 
effective reduction in the value of the activity which can be 
promoted by organisations with fixed budgets. The cumu- 
lative effect of these measures has been a tendency to limit 
research supvort to proieds with short-term limited 
objectives s i k  neitherdonors nor recipients can &ge 
permanent funding through government agencies. These 
internal changes are taking place just at the time when 
Britain is beginning to take more note of its continental 
neighbours and is exploring ways of increasing co-operation 
with them. 

The Medical Research Council may be expected to use about 
one quarter of its budget to undertake reseed at the 
reauest of the customer. the DeDartment of Health and 
skid Security. It is thekfore likily to expend more of its 
effort working on those conditions that cost the D.H.S.S. or 
the nation most money (for example, mental health. akin 
diseases, degenerative diseases) and those conditions which 
attract public attention (for example, drug addiction and
