General Information

· The Wellcome Trust's ten year Strategic Plan (2010-2020), Extraordinary opportunities, (http://www.wellcome.ac.uk/About-us/Strategy/) outlines what the Trust aims to achieve over this period.

· The Wellcome Trust's vision is to achieve extraordinary improvements in human and animal health. In pursuit of this, we support the brightest minds in biomedical research and the medical humanities.  In view of the overwhelming evidence that both active and passive smoking of tobacco are injurious to health, the Wellcome Trust is unwilling to fund applications from individuals applying for, holding, or employed under, a research grant from the tobacco industry.

· The Wellcome Trust does not normally consider support for the extension of professional education or experience, nor for the care of patients.

· The Wellcome Trust does not supplement support provided by other funding bodies.
· The Wellcome Trust will fund the directly incurred costs of a research project and fund other costs when it helps us to further our charitable mission. The Wellcome Trust will not award grants to cover expenditure already incurred.
· The grant will be cash-limited at the point of award.

Key points at a glance

· The R&D for Affordable Healthcare in India initiative is administered by Technology Transfer at the Wellcome Trust
· India based not-for-profit organisations and companies may apply and may also include collaborators. The collaborating parties must agree to the terms and conditions associated with the Affordable Healthcare initiative
· Proposals should have a focus on an aspect of technology development from a range of disciplines - including physical, computational and life sciences. Projects must address an unmet need in healthcare or in applied medical research, offer a potential new solution, and have a realistic expectation that the innovation will be developed further by the Indian market. Applications for capacity building or infrastructure support will not be considered
· Funding will be milestone based

· Outsourcing should be used where appropriate and providers or collaborators may be based overseas
· An identified project manager may be necessary to co-ordinate day-to-day tasks, and to monitor and compile progress reports

· The Principal Applicant, or alternative, will be expected to organise a Research Steering Group to oversee the project

· Intellectual property and translation strategy will be managed via an Intellectual Property Management Group that will meet on an ‘as-needed’ basis

· It is normal for the Wellcome Trust to take the lead on implementing the translation strategy for applications from institutions/universities only
· Funded projects may be subject to periodic review by a Wellcome Trust convened Site Visit Group.

WHO CAN APPLY?

Institutions/UNIVERSITIES
For-profit or not-for-profit institutions, governmental or non-governmental organisations and international organisations operating within India are eligible to apply under this initiative. The lead institution or University must be located in India and must be able to sign up to the terms and conditions of funding of the award. The Institute/University should contact the Wellcome Trust prior to application to determine if they are eligible to apply. 
COMPANIES

This initiative will be able to fund companies in India which are able to achieve the charitable objectives of the Trust through programme released investment (PRI). Companies will be required to sign up to specific funding terms and conditions relating to the project. 

PRINCIPAL APPLICANTS AND CO-APPLICANTS

Applicants should normally hold a position of responsibility within the eligible organisation and be able to sign up to or comply with the terms and conditions of an award.
The Principal Applicant, Co-applicant(s) and Sponsor(s) must check their eligibility to apply to the Wellcome Trust (refer to the Wellcome Trust’s website or contact the Wellcome Trust).

In addition it is necessary for a member of the institution’s Business Development/Technology Transfer Office/Research Services Group to be involved in an Affordable Healthcare in India Translation Award application by taking responsibility for providing information and support on commercial matters. 

Code of Conduct

Members of the Wellcome Trust's Advisory Committees are required to abide by a 'Code of Conduct' which is designed to protect and preserve the integrity of our advisors and our processes. Application Procedures

When your completed application is received by the Wellcome Trust, it will be sent to independent experts chosen by our scientific staff.

Please provide the name, full postal address e-mail/telephone number (if known) of scientific referees whom you feel would be suitable to comment on your application.
These must not include colleagues from your institution or those with whom you have collaborated in the last five years, e.g. co-applicants or co-authors on grants or papers.  Please note the following:

· the Wellcome Trust may or may not choose to approach some, or all, of the individuals you have selected;

· under no circumstances, should you enter into correspondence with them about your application.

When received, this application will be subject to the Wellcome Trust's normal selection procedure and will be considered in competition with other project grants.

Provided that you have fulfilled the eligibility criteria for this award scheme, and that your application has been correctly completed and submitted, Technology Transfer at the Wellcome Trust will aim to process and give you a funding decision as rapidly as possible. 

Notes on Completing the Form 

Applications must be completed in a typeface of adequate size.  These guidance notes are an example of an acceptable 11 point Arial font; the typeface used must be no smaller than this.

Answers are to be restricted to the text boxes provided; the text boxes will extend automatically as you type.  Any word limits must be adhered to.
Abbreviations should not be used unless fully explained.

The application must be complete in itself; no additional pages will be accepted unless specific instruction is given.

Applications which do not conform to this and/or are not suitable for reproduction will be returned.  Incorrectly completed forms may lead to a delay in consideration.  Applications which cannot be read easily will be returned to the applicant for resubmission.

Definition of terms

A principal applicant is the lead investigator who will be the main contributor to, and have ownership of the project if the application is successful.  This is the individual with whom the Wellcome Trust will correspond about the application.  

The status of joint-principal applicant is given when there are two or more lead investigators who are based at different institutions.  The administration and funds for the project are shared between the institutions.  Individually, each of the joint-principal applicants must fulfil the criteria of Principal Applicant above.
The Business Development/Technology Transfer Office/Research Services Group is the term used to describe the individual or group with delegated responsibility for the management of commercial matters arising from the project.

A co-applicant is an investigator who will make a significant contribution to, and have part ownership of, the project if the application is successful.

A sponsor is an individual who is able to guarantee that space and resources will be made available for the project if the Principal Applicant does not hold an established position.  A Sponsor should be able to reassure the Wellcome Trust that the Principal Applicant will be welcomed into the host department.  The Sponsor must hold an established post or hold a Wellcome Trust Senior/Principal Research Fellowship and have tenure beyond the duration of the grant.

A collaborator is an individual who will supply technical advice, reagents, samples or data for the project, but who would not normally be involved in the day-to-day execution of the project (unlike applicants and co-applicants). Collaborator involvement should be governed by appropriate legal agreements, e.g. material transfer agreements, confidentiality agreements and/or consultancy agreements. If such agreements are already in place, copies should be provided with the application. 

A project milestone is a key decision point within the project, and can be either scientific or commercial, e.g. completion of a specified set of experiments, or drafting of a business plan. 

A Gantt chart is a project plan setting out the key tasks to be undertaken in parallel and sequentially together with timescales.

Experimental design and methods to be used in investigating this problem

Where definitive experiments using animals are proposed, the experimental design should include the case for the number of animals required.  You should estimate the number of animals needed, taking into account the likely magnitude of the effect and required statistical significance and power, and the factors that might affect this.  It is unacceptable to base the number of animals to be used solely on a calculation of the number of experiments that can be carried out in a given time.  It is also unacceptable to state that numbers are based on "previous experience" without additional justification, or to answer the question on numbers of animals to be used by paraphrasing the question in the form, for example: "these numbers are chosen as the minimum necessary to achieve statistical significance".  Too few animals is just as unsatisfactory as too many.  The sample size calculations used to estimate the number of animals required in the proposed experimental design should be stated where appropriate.

Animal studies usually present opportunities for random allocation and very efficient (for example, factorial) designs, and applicants should therefore pay particular attention to their experimental design.  Some procedures are not definitive, for example, those to acquire tissue material or for preliminary estimation of the likely magnitude or frequency of an experimental effect.  In such cases, a precise calculation of the number of animals needed cannot always be made, but the use of animals must still be optimised, and the number requested must be fully justified.

Approval from the appropriate research ethics committees is required for all Wellcome Trust-funded research involving human participants, biological samples or personal data.

EXPERIMENTS ON ANIMALS

If experiments are to be carried out on animals, the experiments proposed must comply at all times with the relevant laws and regulation in the host country and should be performed to standards which accord with the principles of UK legislation. In all animal experiments supported by the Wellcome Trust, the principles of reduction, replacement and refinement will apply.  In all experimental studies, it is the responsibility of the Principal Applicant to actively consider:

· the complete replacement of live animals with tissues derived from either animals or humans;

· the possibilities of reducing the numbers of animals that need to be used;

· refining the experimental design in order to obtain the maximum amount of information from the minimum number of animals.

Refined methods in animal research are those which alleviate or minimise any adverse effects for the animals involved, and/or enhance animal welfare.  Refinements may be applied at any stage in the life of an animal.  Thus, refinement encompasses all aspects of a procedure, including:

· the source, transport, husbandry and environment of the animals involved;

· the experimental design (e.g. the choice of species and the group size employed);

· the techniques applied; 

· the end points of the procedures; and

· care of the animals before, during and after a procedure.


Monoclonal antibodies

The use of ascitic animals for monoclonal antibodies (mAb) production in vivo should only be proposed when in vitro attempts at mAb production have failed or the use of animals is considered justified for specific diagnostic or therapeutic products.  If in vitro production methods are not considered to be suitable, a full explanation must be given.

Details of the animals requested should be given under Q18.

risks of research misuse
In preparing research proposals, the Wellcome Trust wishes to encourage applicants and their host institutions to consider carefully any ethical, safety or security implications associated with the research, including any risks that the potential outcomes could be misused for harmful purposes.  Such purposes would include actions which lead to harm to humans, animals or the environment - including terrorist misuse.

SUBJECT CLASSIFICATION

The Wellcome Trust has devised a subject classification system to be used for all grant applications.  Applicant(s) are required to assign scientific subjects to his/her grant application from the Subject Classification lists which can be found on the Wellcome Trust’s website.  If you have any problems downloading these documents, please contact the Wellcome Trust (see under FEEDBACK on page 4 of the guidance notes).

The Principal Applicant should choose those terms from the Subject Classification lists that are applicable to their application.  This information should be recorded using the Subject Classification page included in the application form.


The six areas are:

1. Systems and processes – one primary (compulsory) and three secondary (optional) terms should be chosen.

2. Disease – one primary (compulsory) and three secondary (optional) terms should be chosen.

3. Discipline – one primary (compulsory) and three secondary (optional) should be chosen.

4. Technique - up to three subjects (optional) can be chosen.

5. Other identifier – up to six subjects (optional) can be chosen.

6. Basic/Clinical/Tropical/Veterinary/Translation – tick the relevant boxes (compulsory).

You must ensure that you have assigned at least one subject from “Systems and processes”, one subject from “Disease” (indicate “none” if necessary), and one subject from “Discipline”.
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
